Action Plan – 

· In the event of a physical injury the designated First Aider or most qualified person available will take control until medical personnel arrive.

· In the event that a participant goes missing and a preliminary search within each group is not successful all participants gather in designed place (Event-wide Emergency Plan, see below), attendance is taken, and a search party is sent out with authorities being contacted if and when necessary.

Event-wide Emergency Plan – In the event of an emergency everyone is to proceed to _???????????? and attendance taken immediately.
Additional information specific to Area Events
· Each Scouter should have a copy of their own Section’s emergency plan as well.
· In the event of an evacuation each Section/group will be responsible to ensuring their members are accounted for.

· Groups should ensure their Youth know the name of the Group they belong to and/or have some type of identification to ensure they are reunited with their group quickly in the event that they become separated from their own group.  

· Each Section/Group is responsible for leaving with a responsible person at home the following: trip plan, map, list of names, phone numbers, start/finish points and times.

· Each Section/Group is responsible for obtaining approval to participate from their own Group Commissioner/Committee and providing them with the paperwork & information they require.
