 Discussion – Start-Up Challenges

Several Colonies reported needing leaders. Strategies were discussed for recruiting new leaders and for covering ratio:

· Make use of any parent who stay during the meetings

· Borrow leaders from other sections, possibly on a rotating schedule

· Make use of older youth as Activity Leaders

Discussion – Sharing Session Ideas

There seem to be few Beaver leaders interested or able to attend Sharing Sessions. Possible ideas for bringing out more leaders:

· Make a specific invitation to Beaver leaders prior to next Session

· Ensure the mailing list is up to date

· Ensure that leaders get something out of the Session, i.e. resources

There was also discussion as to what leaders would like to see happen at Sharing Sessions. Most leaders seem to want more sharing of ideas and resources. One solution is to hold mini workshops during Sharing Sessions and present activities/resource lists on specific topics. 
Discussion – Where Should Beavers Sew Their Crests?

It was noted that the preference is to refrain from sewing crests onto the Beaver vests; however Colonies will not be asked to remove them should this already be tradition in their Group. Alternative ways to display Beaver Crests are campfire blankets. Grace also mentioned a Group who uses mini campfire blankets (approximately pillowcase sized) to display their crests; these can later be sewn directly onto a campfire blanket when the youth is older. 

Winter Beaveree

The date for the Winter Beaveree was set for February 27, 2010 at the Greely Legion. It will be Olympic-themed. Discussion of possible activities included a torch opening, medals, and a jujitsu demonstration.  Also discussed was the possibility of making the craft station a double station to ensure that the youth have time to complete their craft without as much leader assistance. Grace will look into the jujitsu demo and find a past Olympic-themed crest and Yanik will look at scheduling the rotation to include double time for craft.
