Connaught Site Visit
Alex, Leah and Heather went to visit Connaught Ranges to get an impression for the winter camp.
The barracks hold 50 people, has a trailer format, there are 2 beds per room yet it has very narrow corridors.

There is a laundry facility that can be used to dry the wet clothes. There is also washroom and shower facilities.

The warehouse is a temporary structure with paved floor about the size of a soccer field but not heated.

We will have access to 3 classrooms, tables and chairs. The mess hall does have food setup in cafeteria style.

The costs involved would be $2.50 per night/bed, extra food cost.
The gun range and obstacle course are off limits.

The down side to the facilities there is no forest, we will require a special fire permit as the campfire will be held on the parade square.

Leader Input
Leaders indicated the onus is on us for free time as there is no toboggan space. Suggested activities are broom ball, pickup game of soccer or hockey held in the warehouse.
Unlike OPE there would be no free time and will require lots of supervision.

One leader noted that the facility would be better suited as a day activity place for Polar day.

John noted it’s not for those doing Scouting activities similar to the Olympic theme.

Possible ideas to bring in outside activities such as sleigh rides or sled dogs but that would cost more for the camp.
Food costs may raise as it a cafeteria style at $5.00 per meal.
Some things will need to be modified such as program details for the weekend.
